Make the Gift of a Lifetime— 

Turning Retirement Accounts into

There is good news for donors in their 70s—and for the charities they care 
about.  A new law makes it possible to give individual retirement account 
(IRA) assets to charity during 2006 and 2007, free from federal tax. 

Formerly, all lifetime distributions from IRAs were taxed—even those 
given to charity.  This means that our donors can give far more with less.  
This may be an attractive option for you if you are: 

 Over 70 and a half and now receiving minimum IRA distributions—
but do not need the extra income 

 Interested in making a significant lifetime gift 

In 2006 and 2007, the new law allows those age 70 and a half and older to 
transfer up to $100,000 from an IRA to charity this year—and another 
$100,000 next year—tax free.  If married, each spouse may transfer 
$100,000 per year from his or her IRA. 

Using IRA assets to make a gift during your life as opposed to giving via 
bequest in your will, enables you to experience the joy of making a major 
gift.
